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Objective

The objective of this Privacy Policy ("Policy") is to explain the type of collected information and with whom
it is shared with.

User Consent to Privacy Policy

The Information PECC Collects

Anonymous Browsing Information

Personal Information

PECC Sharing of Information

Business Transfers: In the event that PECC decides to sell all or part or its assets, PECC reserves the
right to include Information among the assets transferred to the acquiring company.

Information that is submitted to this Site will be collected, processed, stored, disclosed and disposed of in
accordance with applicable US law. If you are a non-US User, you acknowledge and agree that we may
collect and use your Information and disclose it to other entities outside your resident jurisdiction, as
discussed in "PECC Sharing of Information" above. In addition, such Information may be stored on
servers located outside your resident jurisdiction. US law may not provide the degree of protection for
personal information that is available in other countries.
